8.30 am Travel to Auckland — Visit Mainline steam depot in Parnell,
After lunch run trains at the Manukau live Steamers club, Robertson Road
Mangere, Evening meal on site. Accom available near the club in Manukau.

8 30 am —travel 2 % hrs to Coromandel. We have booked 32 seats on the
11.30 train for our ramble group on the unique “Driving Creek” 15 inch
gauge Zig Zag mountain railway. Lunch in Coromandel, Visit the water
powered toy farm nearby, Travel 1 hr 20 minutes to the Thames miniature
railway for a late afternoon run and evening meal. Accom. in Thames.

8 30 am travel to Mamaku Station near Rotorua. Ride the hybrid 4 seat
“RAILCRUISERS” thru the native bush on the disused Rotorua branch line on
the 3.5% grades. The return trip takes about 1 hr 20 minutes. The
“Cruisers” are battery electric with a quiet generator-set which assists on
the long steep upgrades. The Afternoon is free, enjoy a visit to see the
boiling mud pools in Kuirau park or ride the LUGE at speed down the
mountain at the Gondolas. Accommodation in Rotorua.

8 30 am leave via Lake Taupo for Napier. View the art deco buildings on the
way to the Havelock North Live steamers track for a late afternoon run.

8 30 am Drive 4 % hours to the Mana Ariki miniature railway 6 km north of
Taumarunui. Unload equipment for an afternoon run on the 3000 metre
mountain railway track which climbs 16 metres via spirals, viaducts and
tunnels to the summit.
